11/12/2004
We are full of eager and questions, what 
will this be - a Loesje winter camp in 
Estonia. It’s been a long time since I’ve 
heard of something similar as a Loesje 
winter camp. At least we are heading 
there now, after delays and passports that 
were lost, but are found again. Cecilia 
and I decided to take a bus to the eastern 
part of the EU: from Holland, where the 
journey starts, through Germany, Poland, 
Lithuania and Latvia and hopefully 
reaching Kohtla-Jarve in Estonia in one 
to two days. What we know so far is that 
Portuguese, Greek, Finish, Dutch, Span-
ish, Swedish and Slovene youngsters 
will be there to join the activities, mostly 
connected with Loesje. The camp will 
hopefully be some kind of introduction to 
Loesje’s world as well as a lot of fun and 
games. But nothing seems really clear 
for us so far, except that we are sitting on 
the bus that, in more then 24 hours, will 
bring us to Tallinn, the capital of Estonia. 
Only knowing this fact gives me pain in 
the… back.

The movies that are shown in the bus 
from Utrecht, the Netherlands, to Kau-
nas, Lithuania, are synchronized into 
Lithuanian and Russian. We are both 
trying to see the situation from the good 
side, hoping our eastern languages skills 
will improve after more than one day and 
one night on the bus with • lms from all 
over the world, with Russian and Lithua-
nian voices of course. The bus takes us 
from West to East in a newly grown EU. 
But now Lithuania is not the place we 
are heading for, in two days we will al-
ready leave Tallinn and go together with 
around 40 people from 8 different coun-
tries to Kohtla-Jahrve in the eastern part 
of Estonia. The winter camp will be held 
in one of the most undeveloped places of 
Europe, we are told beforehand by one 
of the facilitators (organisers) Denniss, 
and it is hard to know what to expect of 
the area. Well, so far we haven’t even 
left Holland yet and the lack of oxygen 
in the bus is already now very clear. I 
• nd myself gasping and hearing Cecilia 
snoring from two seats behind me at the 
same time. I am happy we brought food 
for a whole army before entering the bus 
‘cause my plan is to kill time eating and 
• l ling my stomach.

12/12/2004
I wake up in the bus on our way north 
on a small narrow road, at this time we 
haven’t reached the border to Lithuania 
yet. The man in the seat next to me is 
on the way back to his hometown in 
Lithuania. He has been in Northern-Ire-
land working in a Fast-Food restaurant. 
When we reach Poland he says with a 
bit of shame in his voice: “Welcome to 
eastern Europe.”  I try to ensure him I’ve 
been here before and that I don’t think 
less of people from here just because the 
infrastructure is warred down and people 
in general are poorer here compared to 
the western countries. The man turns out 
to be very interesting dude. I get to hear 
the life-story of a Lithuanian farmer-boy. 
He had already been working in Norway, 
applied for the French Foreign Legion 
and has two kids together with his wife. 
He is very interested in the world and 
yesterday he spent a day in London with 
his friends. At 09:50 we • nally reach 
the border with customs of• cers. My 
friend next to me says that they almost 
never check passports and goods here. 
This time seems to be different. Two 
Lithuanian passengers have to step of the 
bus and only one comes on again. The 
customs of• cer believes the passports 
are false, we are told. The bus rolls again 
after more than 1 hour of delay. 

14/12/2004 Getting to Kohtla-Jarve
We wake up late, I have really enjoyed 
my soft bed and clean sheets that Hostel 
Alur provided us with. Soon we get in 
contact with Denniss and Olga who are 
part of the organizing-crew of the camp, 
called Windrose-Mindrose. We meet two 
other Swedish participants and some 
of the Portuguese for later taking the 
bus to the airport to get the Dutch-crew. 
This truly is a day of arrivals. Tonight 
the last group will be picked up and the 
bus will drive us to the east and Kohtla-
Jarve, where our accommodation is. We 
spend our day walking around, looking 
at a beautiful Tallinn, and we also visit 
the Estonian Historical Museum and 
some café’s. The atmosphere is good 
and the weather is not to cold. Today 
I picture Tallinn as a cosy small “Big 
city”  because it has the attitude of many 
possibilities, blended with the low speed 
and calm mentality of something like a 
small-town.
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15/12/2004
It is always this hectic period, meeting so 
much new people on a camp like this, we 
have a lot of fun together. Some remarks 
so far are that the Portuguese talk about 
sex with blond women, Greeks eat with 
their whole body, laughing and waving a 
lot with hands while sitting down round 
the table. The Spanish crew does a lot of 
games and directly integrate with other 
groups from the south (Portugal and 
Greece). The Swedish group is trying to 
give everyone massage, the Lithuanians 
are trying not to show that they think 
Estonian beer is better then Lithuanian. 
Dutch never seem to get to bed before 
the morning captures the night; the 
Slovenes are their company and act the 
same. So far presentations have been 
made and the ice melted between the 
countries from all over Europe. Tomor-
row we start with the Loesje-activities.

16/12/2004 Let’s write
We started yesterday with a excursion, 
• r st to the central Kohtla-Jarve and later 
to an older monastery with nuns, living 
there even today. After the splendid 
lunch we got going with the • rst Loesje-
activities, • rst presenting her and than 
participating in the creative text writing 
workshops. We divided in two groups 
and Marjolein and Marc held the work-
shops.
We • nished as late as 22:00, all of us 
where surely tired but also satis• ed with 
material to layout and spread here in 
Estonia.

18/12/2004 Tripp to Tartu
We would also like to reach local 
Loesje-interested people here in Estonia 
and therefore we split up yesterday and 
went to different cities for yet another 
workshop- day and some site-seeing. 
My group went to Tartu, which is a great 
city. It is a true university city with a 
high pulse, at least higher then in other 
cities in Estonia. We held two workshops 
at the headquarters of the Unesco youth 
association, which is the cooperating 
organisation of Loesje here in Estonia. 
The time was narrow so only one of 
them could • nish unfortunately. In cen-
tral Tartu I found many exhibition places 
for local art, the city is as well as Tallinn 
also formed in a bit of a tourist angle, 
with expensive local handcrafts in loads 

of small souvenir-shops.

20/12/2004 Spreading
This was a day of snowball-• ghting; I 
think I still have some melting snow in 
my underpants. This was also the day 
of our poster-action. My group went to 
Kohtla-Jarve and three other groups did 
some spreading in either the same town 
as us or the close by city Ishi. It was fun 
but cold and a new experience for about 
80% of my group, including our local 
guide Kristin. In the evening we set up a 
national cuisine-night and got to taste all 
different cultures, the Spanish seafood 
and Greek moussaka and much more.

21/12/2004 People are leaving
Isn’t it funny and strange how afterwards 
you always come to the feeling how 
some people you met are important to 
you and not in the moment you actually 
hang out with them? We have all left the 
big house in eastern part of Estonia now, 
me and Cecilia are instead hanging out 
in Tallinn, waiting for our ferry to take 
us to Sweden for Christmas. The last 
country-group just left for the airport. 
This is the perfect moment to look back 
at the great days that just passed. What I 
• r st come to think of is all the great talks 
and meetings I had but also the great fun 
of seeing the way people get interested 
in Loesje and her activities. During the 
camp we had workshops about almost 
every part of Loesje’s world. We wrote 
posters, learned how to do • nal edit-
ing and lay-outing and last but not least 
spreading the material. Some of our new 
friends will surely continue with some 
kind of activities, connected with Loesje. 
The rest at least got introduced to our 
common friend and her toughts.
